Local and State Police Officers

ÅSurrendered Animals

ïCan be adopted out as soon as healthy enough.

ÅSeized Animals

ïMay have to house for years until case goes to 
court.

ïMust be seen by a vet immediately if seized for 
health reasons.

ïMay have to be returned to owner.
